It is rich in historical and ethnic detail and has touched audiences around the world with its humor, warmth and honesty. Its universal theme of tradition cuts across barriers of race, class, nationality and religion, leaving audiences crying tears of laughter, joy and sadness.

Cast needs include 12 men and 10 women as well as chorus parts. A backstage crew is needed to build and paint the set as well as be involved with sound, lighting, costumes, and properties before and during the show. 

Those interested in being a part of "one of the greatest musical comedies ever" should come to the audition dressed comfortably and ready to sing, dance and read. Those interested in backstage work need only to complete an audition sheet.
