Garcia, Thompson lead Honda Classic

PALM BEACH GAR-
DENS, Fla. — Sergio Gar-
cia made an eagle, avoided 
an alligator and wound up 
in a share of the lead Thurs-
day in the Honda Classic.

Garcia holed out with an 
8-iron from 142 yards into 
the wind on the second hole 
for an eagle, and he narrow-
ly missed an eagle putt on 
the 18th hole at PGA Na-
tional. The Spaniard shot 
5-under 65 and shared the 
lead with Michael Thomp-
son, the 2013 Honda Clas-
sic winner, who also birdied 

the last hole.
They were one shot ahead 

of Rickie Fowler and Wil-
liam McGirt.

The biggest excitement 
for Garcia was on the par-4 
sixth hole, where he made 
his lone bogey.

His tee shot found the wa-
ter left of the fairway, shal-
low enough for him to roll 
up his pants and try to play 
it out to the fairway. That 
part was easy. He looked 
over his shoulder because of 
an alligator on the island, 
making sure it wasn’t going 
anywhere soon.

“I was more worried 
about the alligator that was 

on the other side of the is-
land than getting out of the 
water,” Garcia said. “The 
ball, I could see probably 
half of it, so I knew that I 
could get it out. Almost 
made 4, which would have 
been a great 4. I’m not go-
ing to lie, I was happy with a 
5.”

And he was happy with 
other 60 strokes he took on 
a typical windy day at PGA 
National.

Garcia missed the cut last 
week at Riviera, two days in 
which he said he did noth-
ing well. Hardly anything 
went wrong for him in the 
Honda Classic, and even 

when it did, he managed to 
avoid trouble. Garcia had to 
play a 40-yard hook from 
the rough left of the 10th 
fairway to just short of the 
green for a simple par.

Fowler had the only bo-
gey-free round, which in-
cluded a chip-in for par on 
the 10th hole. McGirt was 
more on the wild side by 
making seven birdies.

“Anything in the red is 
good around this place,” 
McGirt said. “At 4 under, I 
would say it was bordering 
on great. This place is never 
easy, even when it’s calm. 
You can’t fall asleep on any 
shot out here.”

Thursday night when 
Ogunbowale scored 16 
points in 22 minutes to 
help Notre Dame ease by 
Clemson 71-52 for its 20th 
straight win and a share of 
the ACC regular-season 
title.

“Attacking mode, that’s 
what I like to do, so that’s 
what I focus on,” Ogun-
bowale said.

Averaging just a shade 
under 12 points per game, 
Ogunbowale’s instant of-
fense earned high praise 
from head coach Muffet 
McGraw.

“I think she’s the best 
sixth-man in the game,” 
McGraw said. “She’s do-
ing so many things that are 
exciting to watch. It’s a 
real luxury to have some-
body that talented coming 
off the bench. We get bet-
ter when she comes in the 
game.”

Brianna Turner added 
14 points and eight re-
bounds for the Irish (27-1 
overall), who improved to 
15-0 in the Atlantic Coast 
Conference and wrapped 
up the No. 1 seed in next 
week’s ACC tournament.

Clemson (4-24, 0-15) 
has lost 30 straight ACC 
games dating to last sea-
son. Aliyah Collier tied a 
career high with 18 points 
and added nine rebounds 
to lead the Tigers.

Michaela Mabrey add-
ed 11 points for Notre 
Dame, which is now 53-1 
in ACC play, including the 
postseason, since joining 
the league in 2013.

Clemson struggled to 
open the second half, hit-
ting just one of its fi rst 13 
shots, leading to a 16-2 
Irish run that pushed their 
lead to 28 points with 2:12 
left in the third quarter.

“Notre Dame woke up,” 
said Clemson coach Au-
dra Smith. “We just came 
out sluggish and slow.”

Turner scored 12 points 
in the fi rst half as Notre 
Dame lobbed it into the 
paint early and often.

“The lobs were there a 
lot,” Turner said.

“I thought we could 
have gotten (Turner) the 
ball more,” McGraw add-
ed.
