Wayne County Pros-
ecutor Kym Worthy says 
the 39-year-old Cleaves 
was charged Tuesday with 
criminal sexual conduct, 
sexual assault and unlaw-
ful imprisonment.

Arrangements were be-
ing made for Cleaves to 
turn himself in.

The woman said she met 
Cleaves in September at 
a Flint-area charity golf  
outing and later taken to 
a Mundy Township motel 
and assaulted.

Genesee County offi-
cials transferred the case 
to Wayne County due to 
possible conflict of inter-
est.

LaRoche tells White 
Sox he plans to retire

Tuesday he intends to re-
tire, leaving $13 million on 
the table.

Hahn said that LaRoche 
told his teammates in a 
clubhouse meeting Tues-
day morning and was 
asked to reconsider his de-
cision.

Hahn said he was not 
expecting the news, but 
added that after “extensive 
conversations with him, 
between us and his coaches 
and he and his teammates, 
you would have to be re-
spectful and understand 
his perspective.”

LaRoche, 36, signed a 
two-year deal for $25 mil-
lion with the White Sox a 
year ago. But he struggled 
in 2015, batting just .207 
with 12 homers.

Dramatic 
wins give 
U-M chance 
in First Four 
against Tulsa

DAYTON, Ohio — A jumper 
with 3.3 seconds left in overtime. 
A 3-pointer from the corner at the 
buzzer. Michigan needed every last 
moment to get into the NCAA 
Tournament.

The Wolverines (22-12) went from 
one of the last-out teams to the First 
Four with a pair of dramatic wins in 
the Big Ten Tournament. They play 
Tulsa (20-11) in the last of the open-
ing games on Wednesday night.

The winner plays Notre Dame in 
Brooklyn on Friday night.

Tulsa is hoping to take all of the 
drama out of Michigan. Zak Irvin 
hit a jumper with 3.3 seconds left 
for a 72-70 win over Northwest-
ern in the second round of the Big 
Ten Tournament. The Wolverines 
then upset top-seeded Indiana 72-
69 on Kameron Chatman’s 3 from 
the right corner at the buzzer in the 
quarterfinals.

“It’s something I’ll never forget,” 
guard Derrick Walton Jr. said. “But 
that’s just what March is. Spectacu-
lar things happen around this time, 
and we’re fortunate that we’re on a 
high end of some of those scenar-
ios.”

Tulsa thought it might be head-
ed back to the NIT after losing to 
Memphis 89-67 in its opening game 
at the American Athletic Confer-
ence tournament. Guard Shaquille 
Harrison tweeted that he expected 
to get left out of the NCAA Tour-
nament.

“I felt like we deserved to be here 
and everything, but how things were 
looking how people were talking — 
it was just kind of what my mind 
was at the time,” Harrison said.

Some things to watch in their 
First Four game:

SENIOR NIGHT: Tulsa has a big 
advantage in experience. The Gold-
en Hurricane starts four seniors and 
a junior, and has three seniors on 
the bench who play regularly. By 
contrast, Michigan has only two 
seniors — Caris Lavert and Spike 
Albrecht, both of whom are hurt. 
Lavert announced on March 1 that 
he’ll sit out the rest of the season 
because of a leg injury. Albrecht 
isn’t playing or practicing because 
of a hip injury.

“We’ve got to use our veteran-
laden team as an advantage in this 
tournament because we have been 
around a long time,” guard James 
Woodard said. “We’ve seen every 
situation.”

ARC OF TRIUMPH: Michi-
gan ranks 16th nationally and led 
the Big Ten with 9.6 3-pointers per 
game. Nineteen times during the 
season, the Wolverines were in dou-
ble-digits for 3-pointers, contribut-
ing to an offense that averaged 74.3 
points per game. Tulsa knows that 
will be an emphasis on defense.

His time to shine

EAST LANSING — Deyonta Da-
vis is not impressive on paper.

In real life, he is simply spectacular 
at times.

Davis has been relatively under the 
radar for Michigan State by ranking 
fifth in scoring and third in rebound-
ing.

That could change very soon, and 
in a big way.

He has a shot to shine for the sec-
ond-seeded Spartans, starting Friday 
afternoon against 15th-seeded Mid-
dle Tennessee in St. Louis.

“I’m very excited to play in my 
first NCAA Tournament,” Davis said 
Tuesday after practice. “I hope we 
can go all the way.”

Davis was part of a made-for-the 
highlights play in the Big Ten Tour-
nament final, soaring to slam a lob 
that Denzel Valentine flipped from 
near the floor late in a win over Pur-
due.

“I teased Denzel that you can throw 
a lob from your ankle and it’s com-
pleted, but if  you threw it anywhere 
in the building, Deyonta is probably 
like (Inspector) Gadget,” Michigan 
State coach Tom Izzo said. “Did you 
ever see that show? Where he’d just 
crank that arm. ... That’s one of the 
things Deyonta does that it’s hard to 
coach. I tried coaching that, it just 

doesn’t work with my size.”
Davis makes plays at the other end 

of the court, too.
The 6-foot-10, 240-pound forward 

has blocked 63 shots, putting within 
reach of the school’s single-season 
record that has stood for three-plus 
decades since Ken Johnson blocked 
72 shots.

Davis, though, is often overshad-
owed by Valentine, a national play-
er of the year candidate, and two 
more seniors, Bryn Forbes and Matt 
Costello.

Without a doubt, however, Davis is 
the program’s top NBA prospect.

Davis declined to even speculate 
about whether he will end up being a 
one-and-done player in college.

“Right now, I’m not even thinking 
about it,” Davis said practice. “I’m 
just focused on helping us win as 
many games as we can in the NCAA 
Tournament.”

If  Davis enters the draft, he is 
projected to be selected late in the 
league’s lottery and associate head 
coach Dwayne Stephens said his fu-
ture has been a topic of conversation.

“We’ve talked about it and he un-
derstands he has to improve a lot in 
a lot of ways,” Stephens said. “But 
we also understand he may have an 
unbelievable opportunity at the next 
level, and we’ll help Deyonta make 
the best decision for him.”

Davis, the reigning Mr. Basket-
ball winner in Michigan, decided to 
be a Spartan after winning one state 
championship at Muskegon High 
School.
